This is not a race but an exercise in trying
to complete a pre-determined number of laps in your car based on your
car’'s age and specification. Cars will run in batches, grouped together

The Pomeroy Trophy will include a class aimed predominantly at
touring cars from the 70’s through to the 90’s but any car; road or race,
will be considered, as for this class the requirement for all cars to have
current road tax paid is removed. On that basis all cars from Motor
Racing Legend’s Touring car and Tony Dron events, as well as
Goodwood Gerry Marshall cars will be eligible to enter, along with any
60’s GT or touring cars running on race spec tyres e.g., Dunlop - L's or
M’s or equivalent Avons. These cars will not be eligible for the overall
Pomeroy Trophy (which is specifically for road legal cars) but they will
be competing for the Gordon Spice Cup.
